 Demonstrated ability to be an advocate for education as a measure of overall quality of life in the 

region
 Demonstrated ability to think creatively to enhance education in the region.

A committee of Appleton Education Foundation board members, an Appleton Area School District Board of 
Education member, a district staff member, a Scullen Family representative, and two community 
representatives will review nominations and select the winner in March.   The recipient will be recognized at 
an Appleton Education Foundation event on April 11.

The honoree will receive a $1,000 monetary award to further a leadership endeavor/project or to direct to his 
or her nonprofit of choice.
